¶ Once you have filed your Form 410 and have been assigned an ID number, you will file 
the Form 460-Recipient Committee Campaign Statement with our office according to 
the filing calendar set by the FPPC All committees must file the Form 460 by the 
appropriate deadlines for each filing period. It is the responsibility of candidates and/or 
committees to be aware of and to file the required campaign disclosure statements in a 
correct and timely manner.  

¶ These dates are set by law and cannot be changed. If you do not file by the deadline, 
you are subject to a fine of $10 per day from the date the statement is due until the date 
it is filed. There are no extensions to the deadline under any circumstances. 

¶ Upon the completion of your campaign, and once you have exhausted all campaign 
funds, a Form 410 is filed to terminate your committee and Form 460 Termination 
Statement must be filed at the same time. 

¶ For certain offices the law provides for investigations and audits of campaign 
statements. Candidates and committee treasurers should keep complete records and 
be prepared to submit supporting documents if such are requested.

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Brief Description of FPPC Forms 
 
 

¶ 501-Candidate Intention Statement: You must file before any contributions received and 
before any expenditures are made from personal funds. A 501 form must be filed for each 
election, even if the candidate is running for reelection. Candidates for local offices file with 
the local filing officer. The 501 form is considered filed by date of postmark when it is placed 
in the mail. 

 
 

¶ 470-Officeholder and Candidate Campaign Statement-Short Form: If you do not 
anticipate raising or spending $1000 more in a calendar year, complete form and file with 
local filing officer. Payments from the candidateôs personal funds used to pay filing or 
candidate statement fees do not count toward the $1,000 threshold.  

 
 

¶ 470 Supplement: If you filed a 470 form and later raise or spend of $1,000 or more prior to 
the election, within 48 hours you must send a 470 Supplement form if the candidate is 
running for a city or county office to Secretary of Stateôs Office, each candidate seeking the 
same office; and city or county clerk, or county registrar of voters. 

 
 

¶ 410-Statement of Organization: A person or group that receives $1,000 or more in 
contributions in a calendar year qualifies as a recipient committee and must file a 410 form. 
The original and one copy are to be filed with the Secretary of State within 10 days of 
receiving $1,000 or more and a copy must also be filed with the local filing officer. Upon 
receipt of the Form 410, the Secretary of Stateôs office will assign the committee an 
identification number. It may be filed prior to raising $1,000 and then must be amended 
within 10 days of reaching the $1,000 threshold. This form is also used to change 
information regarding the committee contact information and to terminate the committee 
when all funds have been exhausted.  

 
 

¶ 460-Recipient Committee Campaign Statement Long Form: A controlled committee is 
one which is controlled directly or indirectly by a candidate or which acts jointly with a 
candidate or controlled committee in connection with the making of expenditures. Candidate 
controlled committees use the 460 form to report campaign activity for all semi-annual, 
special odd-year, pre-election, and supplemental pre-election statements. This 460 form 
can be filed as a pre-election statement, a semi-annual statement, a termination statement, 
or as an amendment to a previously filed statement. Candidates for local offices file with the 
local filing officer, and candidates for state and judicial offices file with the Secretary of 
State. 

 
 

¶ 496-Independent Expenditure Report / 497- Contributions Report: You file these forms 
to report monetary or non-monetary totals of $1,000 or more from a single source that has 
received or contributed funds by a candidate, a controlled committee, or a primarily formed 
committee to support or oppose a candidate or measure AND is made or received during 
the 90 days prior to the election. The 496/497 forms are filed with the local filing officer 
within 24 hours of receiving OR making a late contribution or expenditure. Regular mail may 
NOT be used to file this form. 
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IMPORTANT THINGS TO REMEMBER 
 
 
 
 

1. BE INFORMED - Study the FPPC Manual 2. Contact your filing officer or the FPPC if you 
have any questions. 

 

2. BEFORE RAISING OR SPENDING ANY MONEY - File Form 501 (Candidate Intention) 
and then open a campaign bank account. Once $1,000 is raised or spent, get an 
identification number by filing Form 410. 

 

3. MARK YOUR CALENDAR - Know the due dates for campaign statements and file on time.

submit a candidate statement without payment of the fee in advance. 

 
B. The statement of financial worth required by this section shall be submitted by the 

candidate together with his or her candidate statement in accordance with the deadline 
specified in above Election Code. The statement of financial worth form shall be furnished 
by the local agency, and may include questions relating to the candidateôs employer, 
income, real estate holdings, tangible personal property, and financial obligations. The 
candidate shall certify the content of the statement as to its truth and correctness under 
penalty of perjury. The candidate shall also sign a release form of the candidateôs most 
recent federal income tax report.  

 
C. Upon receipt of a statement of financial worth, a determination shall be made by the local 

agency of whether or not the candidate is indigent. The local agency shall notify the 
candidate of its findings. 

 
D. If it is determined that the candidate is not indigent, the candidate shall, within three days of 

the notification, excluding Saturdays, Sundays, and state holidays, withdraw the statement 
or pay the requisite fee. If the candidate fails to respond within the time prescribed, the 
local agency shall not be obligated to print and mail the statement. 

 
E. If the local agency determines that the candidate is indigent, the local agency shall print 

and mail the statement. 
 
F. Nothing in this section shall prohibit the elections official from billing the candidate his or

INCOMPATIBLE OFFICES 

 
 
The common law doctrine of ñincompatible officesò restricts the ability of public officials to hold 
two different public offices simultaneously if the offices have overlapping and conflicting public 
duties. Courts have summarized the doctrine as follows: ñOne individual may not 
simultaneously hold two public offices where the functions of the offices concerned are 
inherently inconsistent, as where there are conflicting interests, or where the nature of the 
duties of the two offices is such as to render it improper due to considerations of public policy 
for one person to retain bothò (Eldridge v. Sierra View Local Hospital District, supra). 
 
Under the Political Reform Act, a public official may not participate in a decision if it is 
reasonably foreseeable that the decision will have a material financial effect on one of the 
officialôs economic interests or on the official him or herself (Sections 87100 and 87103). 
 
If you have a question about whether two public offices which you hold or seek to hold would 
be considered incompatible offices contact the Attorney Generalôs office at (916) 324-5437 or 
visit their website, www.caag.state.ca.us. 
 
The State of California Attorney Generalôs Office has issued opinions of particular compatibility 
questions. Here are six examples of incompatible offices: 
 
1. The offices of city councilman and school district board member where there is common 

territory; 
 
2. Fire chief of a county fire protection district and member of the board of supervisors of the 

same county; 
 
3. High school district trustee and trustee of an elementary school district which is wholly 

within the geographic boundaries of the high school district; 
 
4. Water district director and a city council member; 
 
5. Water district director and a school district trustee having territory in common; and  
 
6. Deputy sheriff and county supervisor.
